As the MPD/2nd Precinct and the U of M PD continue to address the recent robbery trend we are asking the community to help shed some light on the robberies and to help reduce the opportunities for robberies and other crimes around the U of M.

Turn on your porch/outside lights - One of the key components of Crime Prevention through Environmental Design is Natural Surveillance.  These is using lighting and landscaping to improve sight lines, create a safe environment, to create an environment where people can see you and you can see any potential threats.  That way when you see the threats or suspicious activity, you can call 911 as it is happening.
As you walk through the neighborhoods around the U of M you know there are many dark spots which make people feel unsafe and afraid.  By creating walking corridors of light the community is creating a visually safe walking path and reducing the fear and opportunity for a crime to happen.
The 2nd Precinct would also like to invite all community members, students, rental property owners, business members to a safety walk on Friday, December 6th from 7:00 p.m. to 8:30 p.m.  We will meet in parking lot of Van Cleve Park and walk in identified hot spots in the Marcy Holmes and Como Neighborhoods.  We will be walking around the neighborhood identifying potential risks, learning how to identify suspicious activity and to show the neighborhood that there are people who are watching and who will call 911!

· If you are unable to get to a safe place right away, Call 911 as you are being followed and get to a safe place as quickly as possible 
· Meet your neighbors and watch out for each other – organize your block and share information – consider being a block leader to help facilitate information sharing
· Observe and Report as you witness activity happening
· Do not walk alone - try to walk in a group
